· Yearend activities combined with high expectations.

· Next year we will have three grade 6 classes, five grade 7 classes, three 6/7 split classes and six grade 8 classes.  17 divisions next year. Lower numbers in each class with a maximum of 25 in each class

· Beaver Lake event June 25th, profit from the Friday lunches pays for this great event.  Each student can have a hamburger, beef hotdog, or veggie burger, drink, chips and ice cream.  There will be no parents dropping students off at the lake and picking them up at the lake.  Students will cycle or walk with teachers as this is a school wide event.  Parents are welcome to join us
· Grade 8 Ceremony June 26th
· Recognition Ceremony June 27th and last day of classes. There are four categories that students can be recognized and acknowledged in: Fine Arts, Citizenship, Athletics, Academics
· Boundary Review – final look at School Board office.  Rogers Elementary is pathway to Glanford.  Northridge Elementary is part of the boundary review. Tillicum Elementary is changing the boundary. Now the McKenzie Elementary border is getting closer to Tillicum, to help with over-crowding at Tillicum. Students who live on the north side of Agnes will attend Northridge. Middle school students on the north side of McKenzie Ave will attend Glanford, and students on the south side of McKenzie Ave will attend Colquitz Middle School. Glanford enrollment is just under 400 and should stay there.
